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Christine Van den Wyngaert was one of the pioneering academics in international criminal law. She earned a doctorate in this discipline as early as 1979. She is the author of many publications in the field. She taught the subject for over 25 years and earned five honorary doctorates, awarded by Uppsala University (2001), Brussels University (2009), Maastricht University (2013), Case Western Reserve University (2013) and Stellenbosch University.
As an expert for the European Commission (Directorate General XX) and UCLAF-OLAF she co-authored several studies on fraud in the European Union and was one of the architects of the Corpus Juris and the European Public Prosecutor (1993 - 2002).

She is one of the most experienced international judges. She served as an ad hoc judge at the ICJ in the Arrest Warrant Case (2002), she was a judge at the ICTY (2003 – 2009) and at the ICC (2009-2018). She is the only judge who has experience serving in the three divisions of the Court, in the Trial Division (2009-2012), the Pre-Trial Division (2012 – 2015) and the Appeals Division (2015 – 2019). She is presently a judge in the Kosovo Specialist Chambers. Judge Van den Wyngaert’s judicial opinions are among the most quoted in academic commentaries on international criminal law.
In addition to her 5 honorary doctorates, Judge Van den Wyngaert has received many awards for her achievements as an international judge. In 2013, she received the Golden Medal of the Flemish Parliament. In 2014, the King of Belgium awarded her the title of Baroness. In 2018, she obtained the “Groot Ereteken” of the Flemish Community. The Washington University of Saint Louis gave her the prestigious World Peace through Law award (2018).
